Geneva, September 27, 2005. Peter Gabriel, his guitarist friend, David Rhodes, and the
French drummer, Manu KatchZ, have just joined the line-up of stars performing with
Youssou N!Dour in Geneva on October 8. This exceptional cast of musicians from five
continents is coming together for the first time in Switzerland for a global campaign
against malaria.

Peter Gabriel. British musician, composer and performer, Peter Gabriel was a co-founder of
the group, Genesis, which he left in 1975 to start a solo career. As an artist committed to
defending human rights and protecting the environment, he has already performed with
Youssou N!Dour in the Gumans Rights Now Otour for Amnesty International. His 10 solo
albums, numerous musical awards and his humanitarian involvement make him a legend in

the music world.

David Rhodes. His guitar has accompanied the top musicians of our era, including Paul
McCartney, Joan Armatrading, Roy Orbison and the Pretenders. David Rhodes has notably
appeared with Peter Gabriel for many years and will be joining him and other musicians to

form an exclusive band around Youssou N!Dour.



Manu KatchZ. French musician, songwriter, composer and performer who made his name
as a drummer. He has accompanied a number of famous singers, among them Jean-
Jacques Goldman, Michel Jonasz and Jeanne Mas. His career took off when he recorded
titles for “SO” by Peter Gabriel. Manu KatchZ has been back on stage since 2004 with his
own electro-jazz compositions. His latest alboum, which came out a few months ago, has

proved a marked success.
